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Student kidnapped, raped at gunpoint
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‘Magnificent desolation’

When it comes to doing business, a 
group of Cox MBA students certainly 
have their hearts set in the right place.

The consulting club within Cox has 
a business alliance with a local charity 
organization, Wipe Out Kids’ Cancer. 
The nearly 30-year-old organization’s 
mission is to raise funds for research in 
eradicating pediatric cancer.

Last year, the organization caught 
the eye of a group of consulting club 
members, so they went to Paula Strasser, 
director of the Cox Business Leadership 
Center and the BBA Leadership 
Institute, as well as an adjunct professor. 
Strasser has been a board member of  
WOKC for seven years.

“The consulting club contacted me 
a year and a half ago, and just knew I 
had a heart for servant leadership and 
non-for profits,” she said.

Strasser said in former years, the club 
had not grown much because they were 
only focused on theoretical consulting 
situations. Speakers gave advice and 
students visited corporations, but they 
really weren’t gaining the experience 
and practice that they needed for the 

real world. So they turned to WOKC, 
which warmly embraced their offer to 
help.

Gavin Worthy, a board member for 
WOKC and president of the student 
advisory board for MBAs, explained 
that the alliance is beneficial to not only 
the organization, but to the students as 
well.

“The idea is that we are looking 
for ways for the students to be able to 
apply the business they are receiving 
in business school during their time 
here, and taking what you learn in the 
class room and applying it in a hands-
on fashion. It increases a learning 
opportunity when you can get your 
hands dirty, so to speak,” he said.

Where WOKC benefits is that 
the organization is greeted with the 
partnership and skill sets of a group of  
bright young MBA students who can 
see things from a different perspective.

WOKC is still very much an 
entrepreneurial organization, Worthy 
said, and therefore needs assistance in 
reaching all of its long-term goals. The 
members of the consulting club put 
their heads together to come up with 
various projects for the organization to 
meet these goals.

“A lot of organizations … have great 
ideas, great visions, but they really lack 
the ability to execute on those, and it 
starts with the ability to plan. And I 
think that’s where the students can help 
us,” he said.

Kevin Shtofman, the vice president 
of projects for the consulting club 
and the student board member for 
the organization, said the projects 
are directed towards progressing the 
organization’s over-all efficiency

The consulting club creates ideas for 
projects and presents them to Shtofman, 
who presents these ideas to the WOKC 
board. This past year, the club came up 
with three successful projects for the 
organization.

Shtofman headed up Strategic 
Planning, an ongoing project he 
created in order to create a new 
mission statement, a new set of values, 
and a five-year strategic plan for the 
organization.

Other projects included the marketing 
group, which essentially looked for ways 
to reach out to younger generations 
by creating groups on Facebook and 
MySpace, and the Financial Metrics

Sitting in the Career Services office 
at SMU’s Dedman School of  Law, 
Amy Sanderson feels optimistic. She 
is navigating through her third and 
final year in law school and will soon 
be released into the raging seas of  the 
current recessionary job market. Yet, 
Sanderson is relaxed as she discusses 
her approaching graduation.

“The job market for legal 
professionals is still out there, you 
just have to get more creative and 
perhaps broaden your work horizons,” 
Sanderson said.

Sanderson believes the economy 
will improve in a few years.

“You might as well invest your 
time now to become more marketable, 
giving yourself  a head start when the 
job market picks back up,” Sanderson 
said.

The number of  students applying 
to law school is up by 3.8 percent for 
fall 2009, according to the “American 
Bar Association Journal.” At 
certain law schools the numbers are 
even higher. Washington and Lee 
University in Virginia showed a 29 
percent law application increase this 
year over 2008. Yale Law School and 
the University of  Texas School of  Law 

both experienced 8 percent increases.
Virginia Keehan, assistant dean of  

admissions at SMU Dedman School 
of  Law, said SMU has seen an upward 
trend in law school applications. But 
as more people head back to school 
to wait out the recession, that number 
could spike even more.

“We are expecting to see the biggest 
increase in the coming year,” Keehan 
said.

In an article from the “Accepted 
Admissions Almanac,” Daniel 
Bernstine, president of  the Law 
School Admissions Council, said that 
in recessionary periods people tend to 
go back to school if  they are out of  
work.

Unfortunately, however, the layoffs 
and budget cuts in the current legal 
world are making it difficult for recent 
law school graduates to find jobs, too. 
Law school may not be the safe-haven 
in which to wait out times of  recession 
that it was once considered.

The majority of  those that 
graduated from Dedman School of  
Law in 2009 already had secured 
jobs prior to the market failure last 
fall. Since students are aware of  the 
difficult economy, Karen Sargent, 
assistant dean of  Career Services 
at Dedman School of  Law, said 
they are not only working harder to 

locate employment opportunities, but 
they are also starting their searches 
earlier.

“The problem is that graduates are 
competing with experienced, older 
attorneys for the same jobs,” Sargent 
said.

Sargent believes the profession is 
more competitive now. While there 
are job opportunities, graduates have 
to work harder to find them.

To help law students in their job-
hunt, Sargent said the Career and 
Services department was restructured 
last summer by adding two additional 
directors. The new directors specialize 
in locating more work opportunities 
in small, private firms around Dallas.

However, landing a job isn’t the only 
problem facing law school graduates. 
According to Keehan, it’s common for 
law students to accumulate $150,000 
or more of  debt if  they take out full 
loans to cover all of  the expenses.

While not every student needs to 
take out a full loan for school, most 
cannot make the entire payment 
without help. Aside from loans and 
grants, scholarships are available, but 
they are highly limited.

The average scholarship or grant 
amount varies depending on the

The next time someone commits 
a crime in the Uptown area, someone 
else may be watching. 

The Uptown Association has taken 
the next step toward safety with the 
installation of  11 surveillance cameras 
that watch the McKinney Avenue 
area, extending from north Pearl 
Street to Blackburn Street, totaling the 
surveillance cameras in the Downtown 
Dallas area to 107.

“These new police cameras have 
been very effective in solving crime. 
As far as seeing cameras in every 
neighborhood, it is neither practical 
nor needed. You want to use your 
resources in the best place possible to 
show the best effect,”  Lt. Anthony 
Crawford said.

The Uptown Association wanted 
these cameras installed because of  the 
success the Downtown Dallas area has 
had in reducing crime. This request was 
made even though there have not been 
any outstanding issues in the area.

The Meadows Foundation 
funded the 40 cameras installed 
through the downtown area. The 
foundation later donated all the 
equipment to the city of  Dallas. The 
most recent addition in the Uptown 
area was completed with the help 
of  private donors on Oct. 28.

Both downtown and Uptown 
cameras are monitored by the 
police department all day. Crime 
rates have decreased 10 percent in

Dallas police are questioning three 
men in relation to the kidnapping and 
rape of a 20-year-old SMU student early 
Saturday morning.

The student athlete was walking 
with friends on the 1800 block of North 
Garrett Avenue when three men in a SUV 
kidnapped her at gunpoint. According 
to reports by WFAA, the woman was 

leaving a party held by another SMU 
student athlete. As the SUV drove away, 
her friends tried to stop the vehicle. They 
then ran to a nearby convenience store 
and called police, the station reported.   

According to WFAA and The Dallas 
Morning News, the men took the woman 
into an empty parking lot and raped her 
in the vehicle. The men spoke Spanish 
during the attack. They also covered her 
eyes with duct tape and robbed her. The 
men then pushed her out of the vehicle 

without her clothes in the 1300 block of  
South Haskell Avenue, where she was 
eventually helped by a passerby.

Police cancelled a press conference 
Tuesday afternoon and are not releasing 
any additional information. Senior Cpl. 
Kevin Janse, Dallas Police Department 
spokesman said they are acting on leads 
about the crime. 

Kent Best, executive director of  
news and communications, released a 
statement from the university:

“The thoughts and prayers of the 
SMU community are with a student 
who was sexually assaulted off campus 
early Saturday morning. University 
officials are providing counseling and 
support to the victim and her friends. The 
SMU Police Department is cooperating 
with the Dallas Police Department in 
its investigation. We will continue to 
remind students of the need for crime 
awareness and to take appropriate safety 
precautions.”

Buzz Aldrin spoke to a full 
McFarlin Auditorium on Tuesday 
evening as part of  SMU’s Tate Lecture 
Series. Beginning with a short film 
documenting the Apollo 11 landing 
on the moon, the Oncor Electric 
Delivery Lecture captivated audiences 
with stories about Aldrin’s experiences 
and messages of  inspiration.

Achieving worldwide fame in 1969 
for becoming one of  the first humans 
on the moon, Aldrin, along with Neil 
Armstrong, was part of  the Apollo 11 
mission with NASA. Selected in 1963 
to be part of  the NASA team, Aldrin 
devised docking and rendezvous 
techniques for spacecraft in Earth and 
lunar orbit that are still used today.

Forty years after he landed on the 
moon, Aldrin still loves to stay on the 

move.  While he still calls himself  a 
fighter pilot, Aldrin jokes the only 
plane he has to fly was the one on 
his tie. The American flag cufflinks 
still adorn his suit and he says he still 
cherishes the badges from his time 
spent with Nasa.

Aldrin addressed the issues facing 
space exploration today through a 
series of  photographs of  the past 
starting with the Wright brothers’ 
first flight to Aldrin’s first flight at 
the age of  two. Telling the story of  
how he prepared to travel into space, 
Aldrin set it from the spirit of  the 
American people that helped fuel the 
exploration.

Facing a 60 percent chance of  
successfully landing on the moon, 
Aldrin and his crew felt they had a 
95 percent chance of  safely returning 
home. As Aldrin and Armstrong 
took off  on their own to set foot on 

the moon, finding a safe landing 
area became more difficult that 
anticipated, giving the men only 
15 seconds worth of  fuel to find a 
safe place to land.

“Magnificent desolation,” were 
the first words the Aldrin said upon 
stepping foot on the moon. Caught 
up in the moment of  reflecting 
upon all the achievements the 
United States had made, Aldrin 
was momentarily struck by the 
amazement of  the human race. 
But it was planting the flag that 
Aldrin calls “the proudest moment 
of  his life.”

Upon retiring from NASA, 
Aldrin has worked in strengthening 
the nation’s continued leadership 
in space exploration through 
Starcraft Boosters Inc., a rocket 
design company Aldrin himself  
founded.
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group, which was designed to look 
at the financials of  the charity.

“In the end, a non-profit is still a 
business, it’s just the end goal is not to 
pay the CEO a big bonus, it’s really just 
to grow the charity,” Shtofman said.

In the next year, the club hopes 
to successfully create a template for 
assessing the cost-benefits of  the 
organization’s fundraising events.

The members of  the consulting 
club are not required to help with 
these projects, however, the help is 
completely voluntary.

So how do these students find time 
to contribute when they are buried 
with school work, job searches and 
internship hunts? Both Worthy and 
Shtofman agreed that the cause makes 
every extra hour worth it.

“I couldn’t really buy the argument 
that some of  the MBAs just don’t have 
time, because I know that with our able 
minds and bodies, and without having 
to deal with going through cancer as a 
young child, we can find time within 
our busy schedules, and the school 
should be proud that the students 
have,” Worthy said.

The organization, however, has a 
major handicap. Worthy said it is the 
“Best-Kept Secret” handicap, in that 
the organization is very well respected, 
but not very well-known, and that is 
something both the MBA consulting 
club and WOKC are looking to 
change.

The consulting club members are 
looking to bring even more awareness 
to the organization in 2010. The 
organization is currently only receiving 
assistance from the graduate students. 
However, Worthy hopes that within 
the next year, undergraduate students 
will join in the ranks against pediatric 
cancer.

“When you meet a child that 
is being treated for cancer, it’s just 
indescribable. There are a lot of  charity 
events out there. There are a lot of  golf  
tournaments, there are a lot of  galas, 
but there aren’t many occasions where 
you will go into a hospital and see a 
child who’s had their head shaved 
because they’re about to go through 
chemo. It’s a really powerful image. 
And its’ something that is hard to shy 
away from and ignore,” Shtofman 
said.

Smith, a 13-year-old girl from 
Kaufman County, lost her battle 
with Osteosarcoma, a rare form of  
cancer.

She was one of  the ambassadors 
for a local charity organization, 
Wipe Out Kids’ Cancer.

Wipe Out Kids’ Cancer was 
created with the mission to find 
a day when children like Laurren 
will come out victorious against 
cancer. 

One of  their most successful 
programs is the Ambassadors 
Program. Staff  at Children’s 
Medical Center choose a handful of  
cancer patients to sponsor for a year. 
The program allows the children 

to forget about their illness and 
enjoy being a kid through various 
activities, including trips to Texas 
Rangers games, pizza parties and 
fishing camp.

Sadly, not every ambassador sees 
the end of  his or her year. Laurren 
Smith is one of  the reasons the 
organization exists.

Cindy Brinker Simmons, the 
founder of  Wipe Out Kids’ Cancer, 
says the day the organization goes 
out of  business is the day it has 
succeeded in its mission.

“I have been to far too many 
funerals,” explains Simmons. “It 
reminds me that we cannot stop 
until we have a 100 percent survival 
rate.”

In memory of Laurren Smith

With graduation looming, 
reminiscing on any childhood 
fantasy of  becoming a doctor 
or astronaut has never felt so 
real. Most college graduates are 
hesitant about picking a career, 
but some students at SMU are 
already getting a head start. For 
most graduating seniors, their 
spring semester waves goodbye to 
the young, adoring days, yet sparks 
new ideas on how to approach the 
marketplace.

This year, the goal of  graduating 
seniors appears to be either 
landing the perfect job or getting 
an acceptance letter to a desired 
graduate school. But despite the 
career pressures or growing fears 
of  an unstable economy, the job-
searching process seems right at 
home for the college rookies of  
SMU. Employers expect to hire 
approximately seven percent 
fewer graduates during 2009 
and 2010 compared to last year, 

according to a survey compiled by the 
National Association of  Colleges and 
Employers.

In preparation for the marketplace, 
the Hegi Family Career Development 
Center, formerly known as the SMU 
Career Center, bases its primary 
philosophy on career development. 
With a $3 million endowment in 2001, 
the center’s staff  has been able to serve 
more than 1,700 appointments this 
year for undergraduate and graduate 
students and alumni coming from any 
departmental major.

Director Darin Ford uses career 
development as a method to help 
students figure out his or her plan 
before graduation. He focuses 
primarily on providing an abundant 
amount of  job skills in areas such as 
networking and internships on and off  
campus. The ability to network is vital 
for finding a job, and Ford continues 
to help his students recognize that it 
is good to converse with all kinds of  
people and get to know them.

Graduating senior Stewart Fuller 
used SMU’s resources during his job-
search process. 

“The easiest way to get a job or an 
internship is by knowing someone in 
a privileged position that can put in a 
good word for you,” Fuller said. 

According to Ford, having an 
internship is crucial in deciding if  a 
student wants to pursue a particular 
field, and employers are more likely 
to hire them. He also suggests that 
students — especially seniors — utilize 
the opportunity to create an account 
on Linkedin, a new Internet service 
intended to broaden one’s network. 
This provides students with an 
opportunity to gain more knowledge 
about job opportunities and utilize 
the alumni as career helpers. With 
a Linkedin profile, students are able 
to connect with more than 700 SMU 
alumni, due to an agreement made 
with the university. 

With the two annual career 
fairs, job interview practice, resume 
reviews and counseling at the center, 
SMU students can better understand 
networking, making connections and 
landing a job.

“We want you to leave prepared so 
that you don’t need to see us again, 

and to look into every avenue because 
it creates more opportunities for 
yourself,” Ford said.  

Each week, Ford also helps his 
students look into various options in 
the public — private and nonprofit 
sectors of  the job market. While many 
students have their eyes set on one job, 
he continues to stress the importance 
of  having various avenues. Places such 
as SMU and the federal government 
offer different job opportunities year 
round. 

“This is a stimulus for more jobs 
that can do anything for all majors 
and careers,” Ford said.

While finding the right job isn’t easy, 
Fuller believes SMU’s coursework has 
given him the fundamentals necessary 
to begin his finance career.

Despite the ever-changing economic 
conditions, the road still remains 
wide open for  graduating seniors 
at SMU. Yet, while most students 
fear the thought of  finding a job, it is 
clear that this university isn’t cutting 
it short when it comes to preparing its 
students for the real world.

location, school and student 
eligibility. There are also a few 
scholarships available online, 
such as at the “EdFed Scholarship 
Search Site,” found at edfed.com.

“Debt is definitely a concern,” 
second year Dedman School of  
Law student Andrew Ostapko 
said. “The payment options can be 
limited and the debt is intimidating, 
especially if  you’re entering the less 
lucrative public sector of  law.”

Ostapko plans to work in the 
public sector as a civil servant 
providing legal aid to those 
who cannot afford it. This type 
of  law may be noble, but it’s 
not as well-paid as the private 
sector. Lawyers who practice in 
government areas, such as civil 
attorneys, state prosecutors and 
public defenders, earned between 

$48,000 and $62,000 at the five-
year employment mark in 2008, 
according to an Association for 
Legal Career Professionals study. 
The prevailing starting salary at 
large private law firms, on the other 
hand, was nearly $160,000.

Debt can keep you from doing 
what you want to do, said Sargent. 
For those who are planning on 
attending law school, the best thing 
they can do is adjust their lifestyles 
and plan now for taking on the 
heavy loans later.

“Hopefully these students will 
be able to make up the money they 
owe in loans through the income 
they’ll make as lawyers after 
graduation,” Sargent said.

With her graduation date set 
for May 2010, Sanderson hopes 
this is the case for her as she plans 
to practice corporate law.

all areas that are being closely 
watched by police cameras. Crawford 
said, “The number of  arrests from 
Jan. 1 to Nov. 10 totaled 1,375 with 
the help of  police cameras.”

The cameras are installed in a 
way that does not violate the public’s 
right to privacy. The position of  every 
camera allows it to view downward 
on the city’s streets and not upward 
towards residents’ windows.

“Each camera is installed in a 
high location and is capable of  a 
360-degree view and could read 
license plates up to two blocks away,” 
Crawford said.

All videos for each camera are 
recorded, and once a specific elapsed 
time has been reached, all recordings 
are then re-recorded. The public is 
not made aware of  the exact elapsed 
time because it would make it easier 

for criminals to commit crimes. If  
a crime takes place, a copy of  the 
recording is made as evidence of  the 
incident.

“I think the use of  these cameras 
is a good thing. Just last week, I 
saw two car windows broken into. 
This makes me so mad. Hopefully, 
if  there’s a camera in sight, it will 
prevent a crime from taking place,” 
said Uptown resident Robert 
Beckman.

Ray Wright said, “About time, 
if  people know they are being 
watched they are less likely to get in 
trouble.”

Crawford said, “The Dallas area 
will continue to slowly expand the 
use of  cameras through ‘tag areas,’ 
which are considered the top 25 
neighborhoods, where crime rates 
are higher than the rest of  the city.”

ShakiraÕs latest album has Ôshe-wolf  appetiteÕ
By now Shakira’s single “She 

Wolf ” has flooded the airwaves and 
is a staple of  most Fall ‘09 playlists, 
but with the complete album, which 
dropped Nov. 23, the Colombian 
singer-songwriter offers up another 
mix of  Spanish and English jams. 

It’s been more than three years 
since her last album, “Oral Fixation, 
Vol. 2,” but Shakira made sure to take 
on an edgier, dance-beat element with 
her music, drifting away from some of  
the soulful ballads on her last album.

 “Did it Again” and “Why Wait” 
are fast-paced tracks that add some 

spice to the album. Shakira also 
teamed up with Kid Cudi to remix 
“Did it Again” as well as Wycleaf  
Jean and Lil Wayne on other tracks. 
Shakira and Wycleaf  Jean are used to 
collaborating. 

Their last song, “Hips Don’t Lie,” 
was Shakira’s first number one song 
on the Billboard Hot 100. 

“She Wolf ” hasn’t yet had the 
success of  “Hips Don’t Lie,” (it only 
reached 11 on the Billboard Hot

 “Give it Up to Me” featuring Lil 
Wayne also will likely become a hit 
for Shakira and popular in the college 
scene. 

She debuted the song on “The 
Late Show with David Letterman” 
last month and the collaboration 
was rumored to be one of  the things 
holding up the album’s release. 

The singer sat down with 
Letterman after the performance 
to talk about her philanthropy the 
Barefoot Foundation, which works 
to provide universally available 
education. 

The singer started the foundation 
when she was 18 years old. And 
now the 32 year old is engaged to 
Antonio de la Rua, son of  a former 
Argentinean president. Hopefully she 
won’t lose that “she-wolf  appetite,” as 
she says in “Give It Up To Me.” 

The album is an up-beat, but not 
in-your-face, mixture of  rhythm that 
will leave listeners feeling like they are 
ready to go out for the night or maybe 
even travel to a foreign land. 

Unfortunately, much of  the album 
won’t live up to the “She Wolf ” 
single. 

It’s a hard act to follow, especially 
when the video includes the Colombian 
beauty in nothing but a flesh-colored 
leotard and heels in a cage. The video 
inspired other imitators like University 
of  Washington sophomore Andrew 
Foster, who created “He Wolf.” The 
video has almost 1 million hits on 
YouTube. 

The album may not be Shakira’s 

best work, but in the 
very least it lives up 
to her reputation.

than 35 years. He has appeared in 
more movies and TV shows than 
Tom Cruise, and has recently landed 
a role in the new top-hit TV series, 
“Glee.”

Tobolowsky, said, “Stephen always 
liked to explore. He has a knack of  
remembering lines really well; more 
so than most people.” Tobolowsky 
recalled how he never considered 
applying to any other college than 
SMU and was lucky to get in. His 
dad and other family members had 
also gone there.

“At one point you either become 
an actor or a waiter, or you hit the 
reset button and reinvent yourself,” 
Tobolowsky said. 

He played a lot of  small parts his 
freshman year at SMU. Sophomore 
year he was fortunate to land some 
great roles in The Imaginary Invalid 
and A Man’s a Man. Tobolowsky’s 
crowning moment of  all at SMU 
was the lead in Ubu the King. Despite 
these glorious moments, there were 
hard and discouraging times.

“I could tell I was not a favored 
child in the department, so I went 
outside the department and got my 

Equity card and started working at 
Theatre Three,” Tobolowsky said. 

He loved and thought the world 
of  his professor, Jack Clay, who 
supported him in ways that no 
other teacher would. As a student, 

Tobolowsky learned many things, 
among which was how to deal 
with rejection and politics in the 
department and to keep his own 
council. 

Looking back on those times, 

Tobolowsky observed that maybe it 
was a good thing that he wasn’t one 
of  the “favored children” in the SMU 
theater department. “Most of  those 
students didn’t amount to anything in 
the showbiz and most never became 

actors; moving on to pursue other 
careers,” Tobolowsky said. 

Tobolowsky has been in 197 
movies and TV shows combined. 
Movies such as “Blind Dating,” 
“Wild Hogs,” “Freaky Friday,” “Miss 
Congeniality 2,” and well-known TV 
shows like, “Law and Order,” “Will 
& Grace,” “Seinfeld,” “Buffy the 
Vampire Slayer,” “Heroes” and “Las 
Vegas.” 

Despite the fact that he has played 
roles in so many TV shows and 
movies, he loves the theater.

His recent success and favorite 
television role is that of  Sandy 
Ryerson in the top television series, 
“Glee.” “Great cast. Fun process,” 
Tobolowsky said of  the experience. 
He recalls how he obtained that role 
despite the fact that he walked into 
that audition with a neck brace on 
from breaking his neck in a horseback 
riding accident he had. He proved to 
the directors and producers that he 
could take that brace off  and perform 
just as well as ever. 

“I’m amazed at the breadth of  
‘characters’ he has played.  His 
acting skills are not like immediately 
recognizable like that of  Julia Roberts 
or Denzel Washington; both of  
whom I like but are much the same in 
every role,” said Judith Banes, SMU’s 
executive director of  recreational 
sports at Dedman Center. “Stephen 
is only recognizable because of  his 
distinctive appearance.  He has acted 
in the roles of  ‘good’ and ‘bad’ guys 
and makes them all believable.” 

Banes knows Tobolowsky through 
his dad who regularly walks the track 
at the Dedman Center.

With the 
rumor mill 
descending 

on Tiger Woods’s personal 
life, President Obama 
announcing a massive troop 
increase in Afghanistan, 
and Senator Max Baucus, 
one of  the architects of  
the Democrats’ health 
plan, admitting that he 

nominated his girlfriend to an important federal 
post, you’d think national news would be the most 
interesting thing in the papers these days.

But lest you forget about local news, the Dallas 
County Commissioners Court recently stepped 
up to the plate.

Last week, Commissioner John Wiley Price 
questioned the six-figure salary of  an investigator 
hired by the county. When his colleagues tried 
to quiet him, Price let loose a profane explosion 
that would make even Dick Cheney blush. When 
County Judge Jim Foster tried to quiet him down 
with a call to order, Price responded, “Make me 
come to order! ...

about their work. But there’s a difference between 
a lively debate and a shouting match.

Perhaps because the issues are so important, 
we Americans turn differences of  opinion into 
personal attacks. We’ve become so entrenched in 
our views that we consider an alternate viewpoint 
a moral failing. We’d just as soon call each other 
names than acknowledge the legitimacy of  
another’s views.

This behavior gets in the way of  good 
government. Progress is almost always a product 
of  compromise and pragmatism; rarely do insults 
produce results. No amount of  yelling is going to 
get things done. Politicians could learn a thing 
or two about respect. Then maybe this country 
would be in better shape.

I don’t have much optimism for our leaders 
in Washington. Although Barack Obama 
campaigned on a platform of  change, cooperation, 
and civility, his administration and its liberal allies 
have proven themselves to be just as caddy as the 
people they replaced. The Republican opposition 
is no better. I don’t know why national politicians 
can’t seem to be nice, but hoping they suddenly 
will looks increasingly like a lost cause.

I’d hoped that, on the local level, where the 
budgets aren’t so big and the media isn’t so 
frenzied, our elected leaders would behave a 
little better. I thought they might see how far 
cooperation can get them.

I should have known better.

While watching 
the Colbert 
Report the 

other day, I discovered 
something interesting. The 
Catholic Church has called 
in experts to study the 
possibility of  intelligent 
life on other planets. 
Having grown up Catholic, 

I am a bit ashamed that I found out about this 
through Colbert instead of  say…my family priest, 
but nonetheless I am rather impressed with the 
Catholic Church’s embrace of  science.

This extraterrestrial curiosity is in stark 
contrast with the church’s views on the subject 
in 1600, when they burned Italian philosopher 
Giordano Bruno at the stake as a heretic for 
speculating their could be life elsewhere. Clearly 
they have come a long way.

“Just as there is a multitude of  creatures 
on Earth, there could be other beings, even 
intelligent ones, created by God. This does not 
contradict our faith, because we cannot put 
limits on God’s creative freedom,” said Rev. Jose 
Gabriel Funes, an astronomer and director of  the 
Vatican Observatory, in an interview with Vatican 
newspaper L’Osservatore Romano.

And while I found this new acceptance of  
science surprising, I suppose its not that out of  
line with their beliefs on other scientific issues. 
The Church has long accepted the existence of  
evolution, and has released several statements 
saying that evolution does not conflict with the 
idea of  intelligent design nor with Christian 
beliefs.

In March of  this year, the Vatican hosted a 
conference on the teachings of  Darwin, to mark 
the 150th anniversary of  Darwin’s “On the Origin 
of  Species.” At this conference, William Cardinal 
Levada, the head of  the Catholic Church’s highest 
doctrinal body, addressed claims by popular 
atheists such as Richard Dawkins that science 
disproves the existence of  religion that, “… we 
think that’s absurd and not at all proven. But 

other than that, the Vatican has recognized that it 
doesn’t stand in the way of  scientific realities.”

I find it exciting that the Catholic Church, 
being the largest organized religion in the world, 
is willing to accept these scientific discoveries that 
a lot of  people on this earth would deny until they 
dropped dead. Science has long had a problem 
with relating to, and becoming a part of, the lives 
of  those who might not completely understand or 
want to understand new discoveries. If  a Church 
of  this magnitude is willing to accept it, this is 
one of  the first big steps in getting regular people 
all over the world to accept and be excited about 
scientific discoveries.

Further, it is exciting that the Catholic Church 
is willing to incorporate science into the doctrine 
without taking away from the power of  God or 
the word of  the Bible. Many people feel that you 
can have science or religion, but never both. The 
explanations coming forth from the Catholic 
Church may help to fizzle out the disagreement 
between science pushers and religion lovers and 
make the discussion of  religion in science a lot 
less uncomfortable.

On Monday, New Jersey came one step 
closer to passing legislation that would 
allow same-sex marriage when the state’s 

Senate Judiciary Committee advanced the bill by a 
7-6 vote.

Aside from the legislation itself, supporters of  
gay rights had a number of  things to celebrate. The 
bill’s sponsor, Loretta Weinberg, introduced the 
legislation by recounting her own 40-year marriage, 
an acknowledgement that the union of  two gay 
people has finally come to be accepted by many 
Americans as being just as beautiful and valid as one 
of  two straight people. Julian Bond, the chairman 
of  the National Association for the Advancement of  
Colored People, compared the struggle to the great 
battles for equality of  the past: civil rights, abolition, 
and women’s suffrage. “Gay rights are civil rights,” 
Bond said, echoing those who argue that gay rights 
are a moral imperative on a par with those of  women 
and minorities.

Much remains to be done. The bill’s passage in the 
full senate is far from assured. But Monday’s victory 
should cheer all those who recognize this fight for 
what it is: a clear-cut battle between love and hate, 
hope and fear, good and evil.

The SMU women’s basketball 
team will tip off  against its cross-
town rival, the TCU Horned Frogs, 
tonight in Moody Coliseum at 7.

“It’s a team that we throw out our 
records. … This game depends on 
who brings their game. I don’t think 
either team is favored,” Mustang 
head coach Rhonda Rompola said. 

This will be the 54th time the two 
teams have competed since 1977. 
The Mustangs hold a strong edge in 
the rivalry, 40-13. 

The Mustangs have won the 
previous two games between 
the teams, but this year TCU is 
considered to be an excellent 
shooting team with height in their 

favor over SMU.
The Mustangs will need to 

capitalize on outside shooting 
opportunities and will rely especially 
on the talent of  junior Haley Day, 
who is shooting 47.6 percent from 
three-point range this season. 

When comparing SMU and TCU, 

the two teams have very similar 
statistics thus far. SMU is currently 
6-1 and TCU is 5-3. The Mustangs 
only loss this season was last month 
against Boston College. SMU has a 
scoring average of  75.4, while TCU 
has an average of  73.0 points.

According to Rompola, SMU 
has found success this season in 
their starting five players, and they 
hope to see some intensity from the 
players coming off  the bench.

Rompola has also recently put 
more pressure on Raquel Christian 
to become more aggressive and “find 
her shot.”  

Sophomore Christine Elliot 
remains the Mustangs’ top shooter 
with 101 points, while senior 
Brittany Gilliam, who has seen the 
most playing time this season with 

213 minutes, has 98 points this 
season. 

“She just needs to be more intense 
and take her game to the next level,” 
Rompola said.  

With such a storied rivalry 
between the two teams, the SMU 
versus TCU game will be intense 
and heated.

While this game has no trophy 
for the winner like the Iron Skillet 
and the Iron Spike, the match will 
still be just as important for both 
teams and schools.

Prior to losing to Boston College, 
the Mustangs were riding a six-game 
winning streak. With just one loss, 
SMU continued to receive votes in 
the ESPN/ USA Today poll, as they 
received six votes as of  Dec. 7
